There are a couple of updates that | would like to share with you. The first is that we have
surpassed our Annual Catholic Appeal Challenge goal with pledges of $161,566! Our Chal-
lenge Goal is $160, 420. Thank you so much! | served on the ACA Council for six years
both as a member and as the Chair of the Parish Emergency Grant Committee and saw
firsthand how your contributions helped so many people and parishes. Your pledges help
people in need and parishes facing emergencies for which they did not have the funds to
address. Our contributions really do make a difference. The Appeal will continue until Au-
gust 16" if you would like to make a pledge.

The second update is about our parish debt to the Archdiocese. | am pleased to report
that as of June 30t we are debt free! Thank you for your continued stewardship and gener-
ous support of our parish. You might recall that when we began to address our debt sever-
al years ago, Archbishop Carlson provided us with a dollar-to-dollar debt reduction grant.
As we paid against our debt, the Archdiocese reduced our debt equally for each dollar we
paid. This enabled us to pay off our debt in five years instead of the anticipated ten years.
Thank you for your support and thank you to Archbishops Carlson and Rozanski for their
support of our parish. We will have complete Stewardship Report for your review in late Au-
gust or early September when the books are closed for the year. In the meantime, if you
have any questions, please contact me.

Beginning today, | will be away from the parish for vacation for the next two weeks. During
that time Fr. Chris Seiler will be assisting with Sunday Masses. Please take care of Father
Jerry while | am away. Take him out to breakfast, bring him donuts or just give him a call.

Please keep him in your prayers as he
begins this next step in his journey of serving God and his people. God bless you Father
Chris and safe travels.

“Missouri AG Seeks U.S. Supreme Court Review
of the ‘Missouri Stands for the Unborn Act’ ”

Missouri Attorney General Eric Schmitt has filed a peti-
tion with the U.S. Supreme Court to review an 8th Cir-
cuit Court decision striking down much of the landmark
Missouri pro-life law passed in 2019. The 2019 law,
known as HB 126 (Missouri Stands for the Unborn Act),
would have prohibited abortion at eight weeks, when a
fetal heartbeat can be detected. HB 126 also prohibit-
ed abortions performed solely upon a diagnosis of
Down Syndrome. The 8th Circuit Appeals court, which
hears appeals of federal cases from Missouri, recently
ruled that much of HB 126 violates current Supreme
Court precedent by imposing a ban on abortions before
fetal viability (generally believed to be around 20-22
weeks when a fetus can survive outside the womb). AG
Schmitt is asking the court to consider whether the via-
bility standard should be overruled

Racism comes in many forms. It can be seen in deliber-
ate, sinful acts. In recent times, we have seen bold ex-
pressions of racism by groups as well as individuals.
The re-appearance of symbols of hatred, such as noos-
es and swastikas in public spaces, is a tragic indicator
of rising racial and ethnic animus. All too often, Hispan-
ics and African Americans, for example, face discrimi-
nation in hiring, housing, educational opportunities,
and incarceration. Racial profiling frequently targets
Hispanics for selective immigration enforcement prac-
tices, and African Americans, for suspected criminal
activity. There is also the growing fear and harassment
of persons from majority Muslim countries. Extreme
nationalist ideologies are feeding the American public
discourse with xenophobic rhetoric that instigates fear
against foreigners, immigrants, and refugees.

As we are seeing an end to the pandemic in the near
future, many are wondering “are people going to
come back to Church?” Maybe the question should
be “what are we going to do to invite people back?”

that he asks of us.

In this Sunday's Gospel
passage, Jesus teaches
us about trust. If we're
to fulfill our calling as
God's missionaries of
love Iin this world, if
we're to fulfill our
calling to share the
Good News, we
must trust God
and the resources
he provides.

And we must trust
that he will always pro-

vide exactly what we need

when we need it, even though
it doesn't always seem suffi-
cient. It's important that we
don’'t feed the inclination to
distrust him by expecting an-
ything other than what he pro-
vides.

Every Mass ends with a re-
commissioning rite for the
calling we all have. The final
blessing is a sending forth af-
ter we've been renewed in
our relationship with Jesus.
His presence in the Word and
in the Eucharist and in the
Church community re-ener-
gizes us (when we pay atten-
tion) to boldly go and do all

Through the priest, Jesus sends us into the world to be
the visible proof that he is real and that he's alive and
that he cares. With Jesus, and in him and through him,
we are all evangelizers who can make a difference in
the world.

Yes, all of us — all of us who have participated in the
Eucharistic celebration with conscious awareness of

what we are saying and praying and
receiving during Mass. Go forth in
bold confidencel Jesus is sending
you out from the church with
his Spirit and his sufficiency.

However, when we do the

packing and decide what to take
with us on the mission, we like to
take an abundance of stuff,
just in case we might need
it. Thus, we fail to show oth-
ers that God is reliable and
trustworthy.

To be effective evangelizers,
we have to surrender over to
God whatever baggage interferes
with our mission.

Remember this: Surrender is not truly
surrender unless we no longer want
what we surrendered. If we still have
some desire for it, we're attached to it
by a bungee cord that yanks us back
to it, yanking us away from our true
purpose in life.

Reflect & Discuss:

1. In what areas of your life do you
rely upon the Lord?

2. What areas do you still need to
entrust to him? What will you do
to surrender any distrust?

3. What kind of "food" do others
serve you when you rely on God
to provide for your needs through
them? How does their service to
you help them understand God?

4. What kind of baggage should be
left at home instead of carrying it
into ministry? How does letting go
of this better reveal Jesus to oth-
ers?
