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Dear Friends, 
 
Grace and peace to you!  
 
I hope that you have had the opportunity to get away and enjoy some vacation time. I certainly enjoyed 
mine as it gave me a chance to unplug and see our beautiful country.   
 
While away I received word that the St. Louis County and City both issued a mask mandate. I thought, 
“Oh, no, not again!” We are all tired of the pandemic and the restrictions that have come with it. What 
tires me the most is how divisive our country has become. I know that the division was there prior to the 
pandemic but it seems to have only gotten worse. It seems these days so many people have no reserva-
tions expressing their opinions. That in itself is not a problem, but the way opinions are being expressed 
these days is distressing.  
 
We can see it at government and council meetings, and even when people disagree with flyers and an-
nouncements. To say that the issuance of a new mask mandate has been contentious is an understate-
ment. Recently we had a flyer in our bulletin for an event involving former St. Louis Archbishop, Cardinal 
Burke. Some people were very upset about this because of their feelings about the Cardinal. Most were 
respectful in sharing their opinion, but some were not. In particular, and unfortunately, one of the spon-
sors of the event has the same name as one of our parishioners, Karen Newcomb. Regrettably, some 
called Karen to express their opinions. Some were unkind. We regret and apologize to Karen for the dis-
tress this caused her. She had no connection with the event other than sharing her name with a sponsor. 
 
Seeing and hearing about this and all the other disagreements in our country and community, I wonder, 
could we not follow St. Paul’s advice in his Letter to the Ephesians? This was in the Breviary for Morning 
Prayer a couple of weeks ago. 
 
Never let evil talk pass your lips; say only the good things that people need to hear, things that will really 
help them. Do nothing that will sadden the Holy Spirit with whom you were sealed against the day of re-
demption. Get rid of all bitterness, all passion and anger, harsh words, slander, and malice of every kind.  
In place of these, be kind to one another, compassionate, and mutually forgiving, just as God has forgiv-
en you in Christ.  ~ Ephesians 4:29-32 
 
What good comes from tearing others down through our words? None. It only solidifies division. I fre-
quently state that change can begin with each one of us. We can make a difference. What if each of us 
were to keep St. Paul’s message in mind as we go about our day? What if we followed his advice as we 
prepared to share our opinions? Do you think it would change the tenor of our conversations? Do you 
think it would change how we look at each other? I think it would. Let’s pray for each other. Let’s see 
each other as children of God deserving our love and respect. Let’s pray for an end to the pandemic. May 
God bless you all!
