Lent is meant to be a mountaintop experience for each
of us. If we follow Jesus up the mountain, his light will
consume any darkness within us. The more we listen to
his teachings and apply them to our daily lives and min-
istries, the more we become like him. And the more we
become like Jesus, the more our lives are transfigured
by his light, and the more our lives then transfigure the
