3 A Note From Fr. Bob

Dear Friends,
Grace and peace to you!

As the Archdiocesan planning initiative, All Things New, begins to move forward and shares more
information and statistics, I would like to take the next few weeks to reflect on the statistics being shared on
the initiative’s website. Currently, there is a section called, “Catholic Trends in St. Louis”. These are trends
of different data points collected over the past 80 years. As you look at these, one might initially think,

“Oh, my, where are we headed?” or “What is going to happen to my parish?” Looking at this first graph of
the number of Catholics in St. Louis, it would be a natural first reaction.

We should guard against these initial reactions and consider the focus of the All Things New initiative, our
relationship with Jesus Christ and each other. Dave Baranowski, Director of Stewardship, recently reflected,
“All Things New” really centers on our own personal, interior transformation of heart and not our physical,
exterior transformation of parish boundaries. It’s similar to when Jesus healed people’s physical needs and
then He told them not to tell anyone. Why? Because Jesus wanted people to love Him for who He is and not
for what He can do for them. “All Things New” centers on the “why” — our relationship with God and others
and less on the “what” — the structure of the Archdiocese.”

There is much to ponder in these coming days and months, let’s keep Jesus at the center of all we do.
And let’s pray for each other this week.

Born in Assisi, March 1, 1838, Francis Possenti was educated by the Jesuits, and was
accepted by the Passionists at age 20. As a novitiate, he took the name Gabriel of Our
Lady of Sorrows, but after only 4 years of religious life, he succumbed to
tuberculosis and died in 1862 at age 24.
