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A Note From Fr. Bob 

Dear Friends, 
 
Grace and peace to you! 
 
This Wednesday is Ash Wednesday; we begin the great season of preparation to celebrate our 
salvation won for us by Christ’s death and resurrection; we begin the season of Lent. 
Our parish Masses will be at 6:30 am, 8:00 am, and 7:00 pm.  As the Covid cases continue a 
steep decline, this year we will return to the traditional form of the distribution of ashes by  
imposing ashes on the forehead along with the words of imposition.  
This will take place following the homily.  
 
As a reminder, Ash Wednesday, all Fridays of Lent and Good Friday are days of abstinence 
(refraining from meat) for all Catholics from age 14 onwards.  On Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday, fasting and abstinence is also obligatory for those from the ages 18-59.  Fasting means 
one full meal a day, with two smaller meals and nothing between meals (liquids are permitted). 
No Catholic is lightly excused from this obligation. 
 
During Lent we will have several opportunities for personal and communal devotions and 
prayer.  Each Monday evening, Evening Prayer is prayed at 7:00 pm followed by the  
opportunity for the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation.  Father Jerry and I will be  
available at that time along with our regular Saturday time at 4:00 pm.  If these times are  
inconvenient, you may call us for an appointment.  Stations of the Cross will be at 7:00 pm on 
Fridays except for Good Friday when it will be at 3:00 pm and they will be live-streamed. 
The Little Black book of meditations will again be available this weekend both in Church and 
the Parish Office. 
 
As we begin this time of personal prayer and preparation, may we all add a prayer for peace 
throughout our world.  Pray for all country leaders that they may be inspired to find peaceful 
solutions to the issues facing their countries and the entire world. 
 
As always, let’s pray for each other this week.
