T A Note From Fr. Bob

Dear Friends,
Grace and peace to you!

Last week I began my homily with a poem from an unknown author. In the Gospel Jesus told the parable of the blind
leading the blind. He also asked, “Why do you notice the splinter in your brother’s eye, but do not perceive the wooden
beam in your own?” The point being, we should work on our own faults and not others. The poem does not have a title,
but I think it could be aptly entitled, “The Surprise.”

"I dreamt death came the other night and heaven's gate swung wide.
With kindly grace an angel came and ushered me inside.

And there, to my astonishment, stood folks I'd known on earth.
Some [ had judged "most unfit' and others of 'little worth.'
Indignant words rose to my lips but never were set free.

For everyone showed stunned surprise: no one expected me."

I suggested that this Lent perhaps we could ask our Lord to help us to be blind to the faults of others as we seek to be
more like Jesus. If we all did that for the 40 days of Lent, how do you think it would affect us? And how do you think it
would affect those around us? May we all take time for prayer this Lent.

Catholics, there has been a significant Archdiocese of St. Louis - Baptisms and Catholic Marriages
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As the number of Catholics has declined, it should not be a surprise that Baptisms and Marriages have declined as well.
What should we take away from this? As we will see in future graphs in the weeks to come, there is an impact in the
number of priests and the number of students in our Catholic elementary schools and PSR programs. What else should
we take from this? For me, we should change the way we think of ourselves as evangelizers. We can no longer rely on
someone else to spread the Good News of Jesus Christ. Each one of us should think about what the apostles did in the
early Church. They each went out, relying on the gifts of the Holy Spirit, to proclaim the faith they each received. We
really have returned to the Apostolic Age of Evangelization. There are many people just waiting to hear about Jesus.
It’s our mission to tell them ourselves.

In these months ahead, lets pray about how each of us can live out our baptismal call. There will be some fear as we
each examine how we will do this. Certainly, the apostles felt the same fear. Trust in the Lord. Trust in the Holy Spirit.
When we are given the opportunity to evangelize, what we need will be given us. We have a relationship with Jesus.
Let’s share it. And,

Let’s pray for each other this week.
