All Things New Update

Here is an update from All Things New. As of Monday, March 7™, 22,000 people have completed the
Disciple Maker Index Survey in the Archdiocese. Since there are 178 parishes that makes a gross average of
123 per parish. Our parish has completed 122 surveys. This number does not include the paper surveys.
Those will be processed once the survey window closes on April 4™, You may take the survey online by
visiting our website or the All Things New website at allthingsnew.archstl.org.

Some have asked why there isn’t a comment section included in the survey. I wondered that as well. This
survey is a self-assessment. Your personal assessment of yourself in 3 areas: 1. Your participation in the faith;
2. Your beliefs; and 3. Your personal experience in the parish. If you wish to share comments, there is an
opportunity at the All Things New website under the Ways to engage tab.

The results of the survey will be combined with the demographics of all parishes to produce workbooks for
pastors and key leaders of the parishes. Then there will be opportunities for parish workshops this summer.
The goal of the workshops will be to determine the pressing needs for evangelization or social outreach in our
area. The workshops will help us to see our strengths and our areas for growth.

This Sunday,
we see Jesus
reveal the un-
created light of
his true identity
and we hear
the Father say,
"This is my
chosen Son; listen to him."

We experience Christ's deep-
est identity every time we lis-
ten to him and allow the Holy
Spirit to enlighten our under-
standing of his words and
guidance.

By listening to him, we let his
uncreated light consume the
darkness that still lingers
within us. Then, the people
around us experience more
of him, because they meet
him in us - in our actions, in
our compassion, in our for-
giveness, etc. This is evange-
lization!

Lent is a time of concentrat-
ing on our need for Christ to
shed his light into our areas of
darkness. When we let Jesus
enlighten us so that we re-
pent (which means change),
seeking and receiving for-
giveness and the Holy Spirit's

power to change, we become more like Christ. We shine
more brilliantly with him. And we enter more fully into his
ministry of redeeming the world. Although there is suf-
fering in this ministry, we know that the pain of Good
Friday is always followed by the victory of Easter.

It's in the trials and sacrifices of life — our own crucifix-
ions — where our holiness changes the world. Do we

why not embrace
this extreme intimacy with him for the
sake of those who've scourged us
and betrayed us?

By loving those who don't love us, for-
giving those who mistreat us, and
working hard to replace evil with the
kingdom of God, we reveal the light
of Christ to those who live in dark-
ness.

Reflect & Discuss:

1. Think of a redemption you've ex-
perienced, an area of darkness in
your life that Jesus shed his light
upon when he inspired you to re-
pent. How has this change in-
creased your holiness?

2. What is he inviting you to change
now, something that's been diffi-
cult to look at or hard to over-
come? What would you like to
hear from Jesus that will help you
tumn this darkness into holiness?
After you figure it out, take this to
the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

3. Why is the Passion of Christ your
passion? What crosses are you
carrying that you hope will help
Christ redeem the world from sin
and darkness?

4. How does your cross purify your
own holiness?
