If all the paper copies are returned, then nearly 35
percent of those who attend Mass regularly will have completed the survey. That is a very good
rate of response.

Solemnity of the Annunciation

The celebration of the Solemnity of the Annunciation
of the Lord commemorates the visit of the angel
Gabriel to the Virgin Mary to inform her that she was
to be the mother of our Savior. After giving her
consent to God’s word, Mary conceives Jesus in her
womb and becomes the mother of Christ by the
power of the Holy Spirit. God becomes incarnate in
the womb of a woman, and “the Word became

flesh” (John 1:14).

In modern times, this feast day has taken on special
meaning in Respect Life ministry. Scientific advances
have allowed us to confirm that life begins at
conception. This solemnity helps us to recognize the
gift of new life from its very beginning. It calls us to
reflect on how we are to care for, protect, and
welcome new life, as the Blessed Mother did for the
Christ child.

The Solemnity of the Annunciation also coincides
with the anniversary of the papal encyclical
Evangelium vitae (The Gospel of Life). This Church
teaching on the value and inviolability of every
human life remains an indispensable source of truth
for all people.
