Dear Friends, 
 
Grace and peace to you! 
 
This past Tuesday at Mass, we listened to the reading from the Acts of the Apostles (11:19-26) where 
it says, “For a whole year they met with the Church and taught a large number of people, and it was in 
Antioch that the disciples were first called Christians.”  And then in the Gospel of John (10:22-30) we 
heard the people say, “If you are the Christ, tell us plainly?” And Jesus responded, “I told you and you 
do not believe. The works I do in my Father’s name testify to me.”  In our Gospel of John today

May 16 ~ Feast Day of  St. Simon Stock 
 

It is believed that, as a young man, St. Simon went on a pilgrimage to the Holy Land 
where he joined a group of Carmelites with whom he later returned to Europe.  
He founded many Carmelite Communities and helped to change the Carmelites  

from a hermit Order to one of mendicant friars.  
In 1254, he was elected Superior-General of his Order at London.  

Simon Stock's lasting fame came from an apparition he had in Cambridge, England in 
1251, at a time when the Carmelite Order was being oppressed.
