May 25 ~ Feast of  Pope St. Gregory VII 
 

Born in the Italian region of Tuscany sometime between 1020 and 1025, the future Pope 
Gregory VII was originally named Hildebrand. Sent to a school run by his uncle's  

monastery, Hildebrand entered a world of discipline and fervent devotion.  
After his primary education, he entered religious life as a monk. 

Hildebrand served Leo IX as an adviser and legate until the Pope's death in 1054. While 
others considered him a possible successor to Leo, Hildebrand did not wish to be  

elected, though he continued his work as an influential and respected cardinal during 
several subsequent pontificates. In April 1073, Hildebrand was finally elected as Pope 

Gregory VII. Remembered as a champion of the Church's freedom against  
state intrusion, St. Gregory VII was canonized by Benedict XIII in 1728.
