In John 20:19-23,
Jdesus Says
"beace he wyith
wou" twice. First,
he gives his disci-
ples the gift of
peace so thatthey
can take their fo-
cus off of their
worries to look at
him and recog-
nize him standing
in their midst.

Then he =says it again while
giwing them the wocation of
cantinuing the mission that he
had started. Thistime, "peace
be with you" is to be the fruit
of a life lived in the Haoly Spirit
while serving God for the
sake of the warld .

It's one thing to feel peaceful
because we knows that Jesus
iz with us. It's quite a chal-
lenge, though, to feel peace-
ful when telling others about
Jesus, forwe feel inadequate
and overnwhelmed, and we're
afraid of heing persecuted
and rejected. That's why he
gave us his Holy Spirit.

The Haly Spirit gives us what-
ever we need for doing the
wiork that the Father asks of
us, and thus we are not really

inadequate nor does God fail to cormfort uswhen people

2ne of the fruits of partnering with Jesus in the power
of his Spirit is an inner peace that does not depend on
what happens, nor on what others do or don't do to us,
nor on how they respond to the Good Mews that we

share with them.
Feace is the result of
being alive inthe Spirt.
Feace is the Spirit's
activity within us.

At the end of this Gos-
pel passage, Jesus
gives the Apostles (the
first Catholic priests)
the authonty to forgive
sins as surrogates of
his divine presence.
He iz instituting the
Sacrament of Recon-
ciliation, which pro-
vides to us Jesus himself in the form
of the hurman priest.

The same forgiving power of the
Snpirit enables all of us to experience
peace in a sinful, tumultuous world.
Ewven when forgiving is most difficult,
in the Spirit of Christ we can doit. Ye
canforgive those who hurt us, even if
they never repent. And this iswhat re-
stores our peace.

Reflect & Discuss:

1. What is causing you to feel un-
peaceful?

2. VWhom do you need to forgive in
those situations? If you've for-
given everyone and you still lack
peace, do wou need to forgive
yvourself? Or God? Consider go-
ing to a spiritual director or coun-
selar for help in finding all the
peace that Jesus wants wyou to
hawe.

3. Give an example of how peace is
a fruit of life in the Holy Spirit.
