sacrifice our time and per-
sonal agendas to get in-
volved. Much of the suffering
that's endured in our families
and workplaces and parishes
would be stopped or relieved

if enough Christians loved God enough to care about
others enough to risk the cost of intervening.

How much do you love God? The answer lies in how
rmuch yaou're willing ta sacrifice for the sake of loving
others, which is the definition of lowve that Jesus taught
L= with this parable and with his life.

Mone of uslove God perfectly vet. Purgatory will be a
time of painfully regretting our lack of love, while eagerly

impraving our love for others so we
can enter into the fullness of God's
lowve in heaven. UJntl then, we hawe
daily opportunities, here and now, to
purify our lives less painfully. Daily
we're given tests to improve how wiell
we |ove athers.

So daily ask the Haoly Spirt, wour
source of holiness, to help you he-
came more like Christ. Ask the Holy
Spirit to help you love all others as
Christ loves them.

By doing this spiritual exercize con-
sistently, you will receive a new joy
and an enlivened passion in dealing
with others. v ou will feel greater love
for God and you will experence his
lawe for you much more intimately .
