Howewer, there's more! BEve-
rything from God is meant to
hless others, too. We are
conduits of God's generosity .

Whatewver we hawve that we re-
fuse to share becomes the
cause of sin. VWe succumb to

selfishness, which is akin to greed. The proklem with
greed is that it hurts others by denying the m what God
wiants to share with them.

What makes us wulnerable to this sin? Self-reliance. It
comes from thinking that we can rely solely on our-
selves and on our own resources instead of patnering
with God in generosity. Even when we recognize that
God has been generous with us, self-reliance says that

we are responsible for preventing the
poverty of giving it away
to others.

Vihen we protect our
lives by storing up our
goods, others suffer. In
the Gospel reading this
Sunday, Jesus ad-
dresses both greed and
self-reliance, hecause
they are caompletely
contrary to the personality of God.

Generosity grows when we under-
stand that God is the provider of eve-
rything good and that he will continue
to provide for us even when we give
away what he gives to us — especially
when we give away what he gives to
us. Think about what wou have in
abundance (be it money, or joy, or
wisdom, or lessons learned from ex-
perience, or 3. MNow look around.
How might wvou be the answer to
someone else's' prayers?y

VWihatever we hope to have already
belongs to God and is meant to be
shared with others. This is the pri-
mary econamic principle of the king-
dom of God. The Body of Chrst
thrives only when there's a continual
exchange of goods. We call this the
communion of saints.
