How can we recover from the
emptiness, which by its very nature forces our attention
onto ourselves and our unmet needs, so that we be-
come full of service to others?

Every change in our lives is a com-
missioning. Every loss is the begin-
ning of a new calling. Every experi-
ence is training for a work of God's
kingdom that the Lord wants to ac-
complish through us.

Why are you standing there looking
at the sky? Jesus has been your
teacher and your guide: Although you
cannot see what he's doing now, he
has not abandoned you. He is ful-
filling his promise: "You will receive
power from the Holy Spirit, and you
will be my witness throughout the
earth." Indeed, you were given that
Holy Spirit in baptism, and it is this
Spirit of God that empowers you to
continue the ministry of Jesus using
your particular gifts and talents and
experiences.
