A Note From Fr. Bob

Dear Friends,
Grace and peace to youl!

Next Sunday we celebrate the Sixth Sunday of Or-
dinary Time and then move into the penitential
season of Lent with Ash Wednesday on February
17t So that we might prepare the ashes, we need
your old palm. Throughout this week and next Sun-
day there will be boxes for you to deposit your
palm located in the Gathering Area and the west
transept entrance. During the time that the church
is closed, there will be a box outside at the main
entrance and at the front door of the Parish Office.
In consideration of the restrictions currently in
place, we will not have the Ashmake and potluck
that we have had the past couple of years. We will
burn the ashes privately on Tuesday. Hopefully, we
will have it next year.

As noted, Ash Wednesday is Wednesday, February
17t Parish Masses will be celebrated at 6:30 am,
8:00 am, and 7:00 pm. The imposition of ashes
this year will be very different from what we are
used to in our country. The Vatican and the United
States Conference of Bishops have called for the
sprinkling of ashes on our head instead of placing
them on our foreheads. This is to minimize contact
between the minister and the recipient. It will also
be done in silence so as to further minimize con-
tact. While this is so different from our practice, it
recalls the ancient penitential practice found
throughout the Old Testament. It also follows the
exhortation found in the Gospel of Matthew for Ash
Wednesday, what we do, we do in secret for our
Father in heaven sees what we do. Perhaps this
method of adapting to today’s situation will be an
opportunity for a further deepening of our personal
approach to Lent. Let’s pray for a deepening of our
relationship with our Lord this Lent.

And let’s continue to pray for each other and an
end to the pandemic.

Today's reading from St
Paul's First Letter to the Co-
rinthians describes my own
ministry of writing this and
other bulletin articles:

If | preach the Good News,
this is no reason for me to
boast, because | have an ob-
ligation to do this, and woe to
me if | do not do it! If | do so
willingly, I'm rewarded for it,
but if unwillingly, I'm merely
fulfilling my responsibility of
stewardship. What then is my
reward? That, when | share
the Good News, | am able to
offer it free of charge so that
all may benefit.

Saint Paul was not saying it's
wrong to charge a fee. In fact,
Jesus said that the worker
deserves his wages (Luke
10:7). But Paul knew that
what matters most is being a
good steward of the gifts that
God has given us.

What are the gifts that God
has given you? We have all
been entrusted with an obli-
gation to continue the minis-
try of Christ on earth in our
contemporary world. A Chris-

tian who does not follow Christ in ministry has a lazy
faith, or a self-focused faith, an unlively faith.

Using your gifts, talents, wisdom, knowledge, compas-
sion, etc., generously for the benefit of the faith of oth-
ers is an alive faith. The immediate reward is a joyful
awareness of being in partnership with Christ.

The Gospel reading shows us the generosity of Peter's
mother-in-law in sharing her talent of hospitality. And it

shows us the determination of Jesus
to preach the gospel widely and tire-
lessly.

Both are examples of good steward-
ship. All gifts and talents and financial
earnings are blessings from God that
are meant to be shared. This is how
to feel fully alive in the faith!

1. What have you received from
God?

2. How much of it is being shared
with others?

3. What seems too inadequate to
give away?

4. How can you become a better
steward of God's gifts?

5. Name any service that you pro-
vide: How important is it to you
that you keep doing it no matter
what?

6. How important to Jesus do you
think it is? Why?
