Grace and peace to you! 
 
Today we celebrate the Fifth Sunday of Lent and next Sunday we begin the holiest of all weeks, Holy 
Week. This season of Lent seems to have gone by quickly, too quickly.  How has your Lent been? If it has 
been difficult, perhaps this is a time to regroup and refocus on what we have been attempting.  Maybe 
this is a time to let some of these resolutions go and consider how our Lord has been trying to help us 
open ourselves to his grace.  My prayer is that we all receive an outpouring of his grace so that we might 
be ready to experience this holy moment of our salvation at Easter. 
 
Please note that on Palm Sunday we will use what is called “The Solemn Entrance”.  All will be in place in 
church rather than in the Parish Hall.  Please pick up your palms on the way into church.  They will be 
blessed at the beginning of Mass.  Palms will be available for pick up outside church following Mass for 
those who cannot attend in person.  Holy Saturday Mass will also begin inside church with the light of the 
fire and blessing of the Paschal Candle.

March 19th was the Solemnity of St. Joseph and March 
25th is the Feast of the Annunciation 

“As Catholics we rightly find inspiration in Mary’s beau-
tiful “fiat”, her “yes” to God’s will at the Annunciation, 

but we should also recall Joseph’s own faithful “yes” to 
God’s plan for salvation. Despite the unusual circum-
stances of Mary’s pregnancy, “Joseph accepted Mary 
unconditionally” (Patris corde, 4). It is Joseph who wel-

comed the Christ child as his own son, gave Jesus his 
name as revealed by the angel, and continually protect-

ed and provided for the needs of the Holy Family. “In 
every situation, Joseph declared his own ‘fiat’” (PC, 3). 
Through his constant care for both mother and child, 
Joseph makes a true gift of himself. God chose this 

humble carpenter of Nazareth to guide the beginnings 
of our redemption, and it is Joseph “who was able to 
turn a problem into a possibility by trusting always in 
divine providence” (PC, 5).
