First Communion 
Today we are celebrating the major sacrament in the lives of our children, First Holy Communion. Our First Com-
munion Class of 2021 will receive Our Lord in Holy Communion this afternoon in our church at 2:00 pm. May we 
pray for these 26 young members of our parish community and their families. As they receive our Lord for the first 
time may it also be a reminder to all of us of the great gift we have been given. A gift that nourishes us and builds 
us up so that we might have life in Him. Congratulations to all our children and their families as they continue to 
grow in their faith.   
 

Mass Attendance 
The past several weeks have been a joy as we have seen a dramatic increase in Mass attendance at all our Mass-
es for Sunday. While it is so encouraging to see so many people at Mass, it does present a challenge during these 
days of restrictions. Currently, St. Louis County has increased the percentage permitted to 50%. That would mean 
that we could seat 355 people in our church. Unfortunately, with restriction of social distancing that is reduced. We 
can seat 230 people by using the seats in the windows, the choir area, additional seats in the baptistry. We will 
also set up additional seats in the Gathering Area to accommodate the two larger Masses of Saturday, 5:00 pm 
and Sunday at 9:00 am. Thanks for your patience when we try to find places for everyone. 
 

Annual Catholic Appeal 
On April 18th, the Annual Catholic Appeal (ACA) began in the Archdiocese of St. Louis. We kicked it off by welcom-
ing Ms. Teresa Martinez of the Today and Tomorrow Educational Foundation (TTEF). She highlighted that many 
families are helped through tuition assistance so that they might attend our school. We currently have 191 en-
rolled this year and we have 184 registered for next year. The ACA plays a large part in sustaining our enrollment.   
 

We are happy to report that we have received $53,322 in pledges as of this past Monday. Thank you! Our parish 
challenge goal for this year is $160,420 which equals what our parish pledged last year. Thank you for your gener-
osity and support.
