Dear Friends, 
 

Grace and peace to you! 
 

What a wonderful beginning to summer we had this past week! Who would have expected morning temperatures in 
the low 50’s. It was a nice break. 
 

This coming Thursday, July 1st, the lifting of the dispensation of the obligation to attend Sunday Mass goes into ef-
fect. It is good to repeat what I mentioned previously. While these continue to be uncertain times for everyone, we 
want to ensure that all feel safe when returning to Mass. Therefore, those who are sick, homebound, immunocom-
promised, and gravely concerned for their health retain the dispensation from the obligation to attend Sunday 
Mass. Many people are unaware, but this has always been the case in normal times. If one is sick, then please, 
stay home. If one is homebound, call us, we will bring the Church and communion to you. If you have grave con-
cerns for your health, please wait to return until your concerns have been satisfied. In the meantime, if you wish to 
receive communion, call us, we will make arrangements. We are not expected to do the impossible. If you have 
concerns about your health, please keep yourself safe. 
 

As mentioned in last week’s bulletin, we will keep the section of pews that is in front of the confessional for those 
who wish to keep social distancing. This area is being provided for those who are uncomfortable with sitting in are-
as of the church where social distancing is not available and for those who are wearing masks. Those who are 
wearing masks will be given priority to sit in this section. Everyone may sit wherever one is comfortable. Seating 
along the windows and in the Gathering Area will continue to be available. 
 

Returning to normalcy in our celebrations means we will bring back our choirs; hymnals and missalettes will return 
to the pews; the offertory baskets will be passed; the Offertory Procession will return; bulletins will be handed out; 
Eucharistic Ministers to assist with Holy Communion will return; servers will return; and cantors will return to the 
ambo for the singing of the psalm. While we hope to return all these practices next Sunday, it will depend on the 
number of volunteers who come forward. If you have never been a Eucharistic Minister, Hospitality Minister, Lector, 
member of the Choir, and would like to help, please contact the parish office. We would be grateful for your help. 
 

We will also return to our normal Communion procession. Those seated in the two main areas of the church will 
process down the center aisle and return along the side aisles. Those seated in the West Transept will process in 
the side aisle along the wall and return by the aisle leading to the exit. All Eucharistic Ministers will wear masks dur-
ing the distribution of Holy Communion so long as those who wear masks are present. They will also disinfect their 
hands prior to entering and leaving the sanctuary. The distribution of the Chalice of the Precious Blood during Holy 
Communion remains prohibited until further notice from the USCCB. 
 

During the return to normalcy many of us will feel a bit tense and uncertain. That is to be expected. These have 
been challenging and uncertain times. It will take time to get back to feeling comfortable and confident in large 
groups. Let’s be patient and respectful of each other during these times. More importantly, let’s pray for each oth-
er. Pray that we may all be filled with our Lord’s peace and that we all remain safe. If you have any concerns or sug-
gestions, please contact me.
