DYNAMIC CATHOLIC, ALIVE!– 
THE WORD 

 

Many of us have heard the jokes that Catholics don’t 
read the Bible. While it is true that the sacramental life 
of the Catholic Church is wonderful and surpasses the 
power of Scripture alone, it is imperative for us to read 
and pray with Scripture. Jesus, the Word made flesh, 
reminds us in His words to the disciples how important 
it is to hear the Word of God, to meditate on it, and to 
implement its truths into our daily lives. He reminds us 
of the necessity to be rooted in it and to allow it to be-
come the wellspring from which all of our thoughts, 
words, and actions flow. We should read Scripture every 
single day of our lives, whether that means going to dai-
ly Mass and listening to the readings, praying lectio 
divina, or praying a daily Bible verse on one of the vari-
ous apps. St. Jerome once said that ignorance of Scrip-
ture is ignorance of Christ. We come to a fuller 
knowledge and relationship with the Lord when we read

SOCIAL JUSTICE 
In November 2018, the United States Conference of 
Catholic Bishops approved a new pastoral letter 
against racism, Open Wide Our Hearts: The Enduring 
Call to Love. In the letter, the bishops invite all people 
of faith to conversion. We are called to open our minds 
and hearts to Christ’s love for all people and to the ex-
periences of those who have been harmed by the evil 
of racism… The process of praying through, reflecting 
upon, and acting upon the message of the pastoral 
letter is hard work, but it is work from which all will 
benefit. …The bishops write, “Finally, too often racism 
comes in the form of the sin of omission, when individ-
uals, communities, and even churches remain silent 
and fail to act against racial injustice when it is en-
countered."

BRIDGES SPIRITUAL EXERCISES OF ST. IGNATIUS IN EVERYDAY LIFE 
Are you looking for a deeper prayer life and a closer relationship with God? If so, please consider the “Bridges Re-
treat in Everyday Life,” based on the 450+ year-old Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius Loyola. This nine-month re-
treat is designed and adapted for persons in all walks of life. The retreat consists of daily prayer and journaling 
(experiencing discernment, contemplation, meditation), in addition to weekly or monthly small group meetings and 
weekly time with a prayer companion who listens to your experiences and provides oral and written guidance 
through the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius of Loyola. The retreat runs Sept. into May and coincides with the 
Church’s liturgical calendar. 
The retreat begins in Sept., and information sessions (like the retreat) will be offered at five Greater St. Louis-area 
sites on various days and times this summer, as well as a virtual “Zoom” session. For more details about the re-
treat and information session schedules, visit www.bridgesfoundation.org.
