DyYNAMIC CATHOLIC, ALIVE—REPENTANCE
The readings today talk much about the Lord’s good-
ness and how He provides for His people in abundance.
However, we should turn our attention to the idea of
repentance. Why? Because repentance is the qualifica-
tion for truly relishing what the Lord provides for us. In
the Gospel, there is a man who comes to the wedding
banquet but is cast out because he is not wearing a
wedding garment. In the parable, the wedding garment
is a symbol for repentance, a change of heart and
mind, which is the condition for entrance into the king-
dom. Through repentance, Christ transforms our faith
and allows us to continue this transformation process
in a life of good deeds (Mt 7:21-23). If we want to feast
on the riches of God, it is essential for us to repent and
turn away from our sins. How do you need to repent in
order to be prepared for the wedding banquet?

You know the type: They are
friendly as long as it works to
their own advantage. They do
good deeds but only when it's
convenient.  They perform
Catholic rtuals perfectly dur
ing Mass but at home they
don't even take time to pray.
Their faith is so shallow that
distractions easily keep them
away from Mass. WWhen their
relaticnship with you requires
sacrfice or repentance, they
abandon you.

Zenuine Christians are iden-
tified by the presence of
God's love within them radiat-
ing outward and blessing oth-
ers, espacially when it's not
easy to love.

Jesus shows us in today's parable how to handle the
fakers. The invitation to join the party is open to every-
one, but when people want only the fun of being a fiend
of God and they ignore the hard work of sharing his love
with others, God sets up boundaries against them.

Think of the people you've invited to vour banguet table,
i.e., into a healthy, Godly relationship, but theywe tried
to reshape it according to their unhealthiness and im-
morality. Ve should love them but not within harmiful

possible to invite them to repentance,
corversion, and healing. Howewver,
healthy boundanes need to remain in
place, and when our efforts are fruit-
less, eventually God says it's time to
let go and move on.

And always, we're to go back out into
the byroads to find those who genu-
inely value Godly frendships.
