Dear Holy Spirit Parish Community, 
 

I was notified today that I have been exposed to someone who tested positive for COVID-19. Per the di-
rection of the St. Louis County Department of Health, I will need to self-quarantine for 14 days from the 
date of my exposure. I am not experiencing any symptoms of COVID-19; however, I will be in quarantine 
through November 2nd and will continue to monitor myself for symptoms. 
 

Per the direction of the health department, no additional actions are recommended for our parish com-
munity at this time. In my absence, Father Meier will be celebrating Masses and offering the sacraments. 
All regular Mass and sacrament schedules will remain in place at this time, and we continue to offer 
livestream Masses daily and on Sundays at 9:00 am, which are on our YouTube channel, https://
youtube.com/channel/UC4yid2iigw4TuFYc6mD4kBw (or click on the link on our home page, 
www.holyspiritstl.org). 
 

I will continue to share any additional important updates regarding this situation with all of you. Holy Spir-
it Parish continues to follow the guidelines and directives of the health department and CDC in all our 
Masses and parish activities. 
 

As a reminder, if you or anyone in your family begins feeling symptoms of COVID-19, please contact your 
doctor. If your doctor recommends that you or a family member receive a COVID-19 test, please contact 
your local health department, and please let me know so that we can take the necessary precautions.
