He con-
tinually reaches out to us & desires our eternal salvation.
Paragraph 27 of the Catechism provides us with a beau-
tiful summary of the Gospel today: “The desire for God is
written in the human heart, because man is created by
God & for God; & God never ceases to draw man to him-
self. Only in God will he find the truth & happiness he
never stops searching for.”

Wihat  do  woul
thirst for? Thirst
happens  when
we lack some-
thing wital. Water
is essential for
survival, and our
bodies signal us
when it's time to
drinke  fluids to
stay healthy.

Likewise, water is necessary
for our spintual survival, albeit
a different sort of water — the
living water, which we first re-
ceived from the baptismal
wiater that purifies us for eter-
nal life.

The Holy Spirit is the Giver of
Life. One of the biblical sym-
baols that represents the pres-
ence of God's Spirit is life-giv-
ing water Therefore, we can
surmise that Jesus wanted to
give the qift of the Haoly Spirt
to the Samantan woman.
Wihy? It would still be a while
before the Holy Spirt de-
scended upon everyvone at
FPentecost.

She needed the truth; the
Holy Spiritis Truth, and Jesus

wanted to give her what she needed for salvation and
then share this new life with the people around her.

Wi'e only get thirsty when we haven't had enough to
drink:. Spiritual thirst shows itself in many forms: addic-
tions, loneliness, despair, frustration, self-indulgence,
or any other feeling or behavior that's tnggered when
we lack something that we need or want., And why
would we lack anything spirtually? Because, like the

woman at the well, we
sometimes fail to realize
that Christ is with us. ¥we
need to receive a spintual
healing.

How does God give us
this healing™ He pours his
l[ove into us with all suffi-
ciency, but to drink of it,
we have to listen openly,
like that woman, ready to
be changed by the truth.

Reflect & Discuss:
i

In the first reading, why did a
physical thirst tum into a sin?
How does this happen today?

In Romans 5, grace and hope are
mentioned as gifts we receive
when we have been "justified by
faith” {i.e., when we've repented
of our sins and sought for-
diveness). How do grace and
hope guench ourthirsts? How do
they help us resist sin?

The woman at the well eagerly re-
ceived what Jesus said. Even
though he confronted her about
her sins, she drank it all in and
then, without shame, excitedly
told others about her encounter
with the Messiah. What need was
filled by the truth? What does this
teach about how we can help oth-
ers hear the truth?
